216A.507A  AAAT 3-3-0

Studies in Elections
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This course focuses largely on micro-level analyses of attitudinal and behavioral patterns found among
the political elite and citizenry. Students are introduced to differing theoretical approaches to studying po-
litical behavior such as sociological, socio-psychological, rational choice and institutional perspectives.
Topics include citizens’ psychological orientation toward principles and practices of democracy, voters’ par-
ticipatory and choice behavior, candidates’ strategic behavior in political competition, and negotiation and
other types of interactive behavior by the political elites.
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Theories of Political Sociology
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Through crmcally rev1ewing the classical and recent theories of political sociology, this course aims at
improve our capability to analyze a political society. It will investigate what problems the classical theorists
including Hobbes, Hume, Marx, Weber and Durkheim deal with, and what kinds of solution they suggest
in response to the problems. This course also studies the main issues of political sociology, such as the
state, civil society and market, which have been developed recently. In particular, this course will address
what neo-institutionalism is and what its theoretical advantages and drawbacks are.
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Studies in North Korean Politics
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This course investigates the particularity of the North Korean political system, power, process and ideol-
ogy, using the universal framework of comparative politics. Students study the North Korean political
process and various concepts such as “reds vs experts”, socio-political organisms based on paternalistic
corporatism, and Juche ideology as well as North Korean nationalism.
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Quantitative Political Analysis
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This is an advanced-level course. It is 1ntended for students who want to acquaint themselves with a
variety of quantitative research methods and evaluation of governmental as well as political research
models. It emphasizes the integration of diverse research methods and engages students in the management
of empirical data along with statistical and quantitative reasoning.

216A.514 HWAXAT 3-3-0

Comparative Politics
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This course introduces major approaches in the field of comparatlve politics and reviews various re-
search topics which include state formation, democracy and dictatorship, patterns of democratic in-
stitutionalization, political change, politics of economic reform, nationalism and political culture.
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Seminar in Parliamentary Politics
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This seminar is designed to offer a comparative study of the world’s parliaments and legislatures. It fo-
cuses on the following major topics: the concept of political representation, the historical development of
parliament, its functions, its internal organization and parliamentary decision- making as well as its rela-
tionship with the executive branch. Stu- dents will not only thoroughly review the fundamental documents
on these topics but refine their skills for their own research.

216A.516A W2 AF 3-3-0

Studies in Governance
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The purpose of this seminar is to discuss and critically analyze major theoretical and empirical works
on governance. The topics that will be covered in class include b conceptual/ theoretical issues and empiri-
cal cases of pubic administration, participatory democracy, political economy, global civil society, and in-
ternet governance.
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Comparative Political Economy
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This seminar intends to provide a broad survey of some of the major debates in comparative political
economy, especially the creation, evolution and reform of market insti- tutions. The themes are related
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with the convergence and divergence debates as an effect of economic integration in the globalization era.
This analysis focuses on the interaction between economic policies, political preferences, domestic in-
stitutions, international economy, and their consequences on the economy. The course draws heavily on the
comparative politics literature, by focusing not only on OECD countries, but also on developing countries,
especially the East Asian countries.
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Studies in Political Economy of East Asia
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This seminar intends to provide understanding of dynamics in development and underdevelopment of
East Asian region, as one of growth axes in world economy. The growth and crisis of East Asian coun-
tries could be analyzed by looking at dynamic interactions of countries within regional economy of East
Asia and interaction with external environments. In the first half of this seminar, we will explore various
theoretical perspectives of political economy. In the latter, we will discuss issues such as changes in inter-
national political economy, growth and crisis of East Asia, and responses of East Asian countries in the
globalization era.
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This course surveys the theoretical approach to methodological assumptions as a starting point for scien-
tific politics and its applications. Students will learn the construction and development of scientific ques-
tions on political phenomena, logical reasoning and empirical testing, focusing on such practical techniques
as statistics and surveys.
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216A.604A FAAMFAAAY 3-3-0

Medieval Western Political Thoughts
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The subject of this course is to investigate western political thought from Aristotle to Machiavelli. This
course will study western political thought in its historical context as well as raise political questions
about it.

216A.606A Folrlol g A dAT 3-3-0

Studies in East Asian Political Thought
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This course traces the history of East Asian political thought. The issues to be examined include con-
temporary relevance of classical texts, and historiography of East Asian political thought. Special attention
will be paid to important thinkers and intellectual debates that have had profound consequences for the
modernization of East Asia.
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Studies in Korean Politics
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This seminar requires students to read major works dealing with Korean politics. After the readings, they
will assess the strengths and weaknesses of each work, explaining and predicting Korean political
development. Readings include works that contain liberal perspectives as well as neo-Marxist views.
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Comparative Political Parties
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This seminar focuses on the origin, formation, role, influence and characteristics of political parties and
party systems. This seminar assumes that the political party is the most fundamental institution of modern
democracies. Korean political parties and party systems will also be discussed from comparative
perspectives.
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Studies in Civil Society and New Politics
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The purpose of this seminar is to introduce students to the conceptual issues, theories, and debates con-
cerning ‘civil society and new politics.” The topics that will be covered in class include concept of civil so-
ciety, social capital, engaging communities, associative democracy, direct democracy, global civil society in
action, civil society and global governance, etc.

Studies in Korean Political Thought
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This course traces the history of Korean political thought. The issues to be examined include con-
temporary relevance of classical texts, and historiography of Korean political thought. Special attention will
be paid to important thinkers and intellectual debates that have had profound consequences for the mod-
ernization of Korea.

216A.618 FFGAEA 3-3-0

Public Policy Analysis
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This course covers the structural principles of public policy and the relevant theoretical as well as em-
pirical questions through the investigation of social welfare, a development that arose from the combina-
tion of finance and concept of public well-being. A special focus is placed on dispelling misconceptions
of the “free ride” and showing how the advantageous use of benefits can come at a great social cost.
Finally, the structure and working principles of public policies are studied. Students will inquire into vari-
ous forms of public policy and the social or political effect each form produces.

216A.619A <u-gUl=ATA 3-3-0
Modern & Postmodern International Relations
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This seminar provides a comprehensive examination of various theories on international relations for
graduate stu- dents. It is composed of three parts. First, students will discuss the major schools of thought
including idealism, realism, liberalism and postmodernism. Then the major topics and issues from the
fields of security and international political economics will be analyzed. Finally, the students will discuss
various aspects and issues from post-Cold War international relations and the US hegemony as well as the
hegemonic international order.

216A.621  dHAXETEY 3-3-0
Topics in Contemporary Political Science
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An advanced introductory course for new theories in political science, this course addresses specific is-
sues that are not adequately covered in other courses. The examined topics will vary according to the
instructor.

216A.622 dAAXETALE 3-3-0
Seminar in Contemporary Political Science
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This seminar is an advanced graduate course which introduces students to new contemporary political
theories or discusses particular topics and issues not sufficiently covered in other courses. The course ulti-
mately aims at helping students refine their viewpoints on Korean politics and deepen their understanding
about it.

216A.623  FLAX
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Topics in Korean Politics
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This is an advanced course for graduate students, dealing mainly with current issues in the field of
Korean politics.

216A.625  T=A4AAT 3-3-0

Studies in American Politics
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The specific topics covered in this seminar will vary according to its instructor. In general, however,
students will examine classic literature ranging from Tocqueville to Lowi for the purpose of understanding
the major principles of American democracy. They will then evaluate such contemporary political theories
as rational choice theory, focusing on cases from the American political process. Lastly, for those inter-
ested in international relations and U. S. foreign policies, the course will focus on the domestic political
basis of U. S. foreign policy. For those who plan to specialize in American domestic politics, the course
will survey recent political changes in America, focusing on political parties, elections, and major public
policy issues.

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This course seeks to improve students’ understanding of Western European Politics by focusing on the
nature of certain experimental political systems. It will also offer a comparative study of various countries
and their general theoretical contexts. Students investigate crucial events in European Politics such as the
dismantling of Western European welfare states and their political ramifications. In addition, students will
study the formation of the European Union and its effects on the political structure of its constituents. At
the end of the course, students will reach an understanding of the major theoretical disputes in modern
European politics.

Students will be required to read rele-
vant materials and discuss them in class. A range of topics concerning Chinese politics are addressed: his-
torical backgrounds, the origin and development of Chinese revolution, ideology and political culture, polit-
ical power structure, reform issues, problems of ethnic minorities, democratization and challenges for do-
mestic politics, foreign policy issues, and so on.

216A.630 @ FFAEo|EALE 3-3-0

Seminar in Public Choice Theories
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This course investigates the micro-level basis of macro-level social phenomena, using methodological in-
dividualism and systematic deduction. The class will consider the basic principles and decision making
process of democracy, social utility functions and their relation to public welfare, as well as the analyses
of political participation such as election and voting.

216A.631  TUMFAHAAE 3-3-0

Ancient Western Political Thoughts
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Western political thought originated in Greece, where the polis flourished as the political and cultural
ideal. The success and failure of the polis set the stage for Socrates, the Sophists, Plato and Aristotle to
develop their thoughts on the political sphere. This seminar examines the content and character of classical
political thought with a careful reading of Plato and Aristotle. It will provide a chance to experience the
breadth and depth of ‘political thinking’ and to understand political conflicts.

Studies in State Theories
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During the 1970’s, theories regarding the nature of “the state” proliferated in political science
scholarship. This course analyses various theoretical positions regarding the structure and function of the
modern capitalist nations. It also clarifies general classifications of pluralistic, administrative, and Marxist
theories of state, investigating the theoretical principles of each theory. Additionally, it introduces various
dialogues of Marxists in Western Europe, and explores the theoretical points of dispute and implication.

Russian Politics
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This course surveys various aspects of the post-communist transformation in Russia. Key themes include
state building, democratization/autocratization, political institutions, political economy, nationalism and con-
duct of foreign policy.
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216A.638  COIAFAAAE 3-3-0
Modern Western Political Thought
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This graduate seminar covers the modern part of western political thought ranging from the late
Medieval period, through Renaissance, Reformation, and Civic Revolutions, to the 19th century when mod-
ern states had taken their institutional shape. With special attention to the formation and development of
liberal democracy, it is intended to help graduate students deepen their understanding of main themes in
modern political thought-individuality, the art of separation, secular values, pluralism, social contracts, lib-
eral republicanism, institutional balance between liberty and equality, modern forms of democracy, etc.

216A.702A ZIAAXAPEAF 3-3-0

Postmodern Political Thoughts
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The 20th century provides a fertile ground for the study of political philosophy. Rationality vs. mad-
ness, enlightenment vs. mythology, civilization vs. barbarism, and modernity vs. postmodernity are among
the themes that will be reflected upon. Philosophical reflection on contradictory issues and experiences
should deepen our understanding of the current political situation. This seminar aims to illuminate under-
lying dilemmas of contemporary political thinkers, and stimulate practical interest in the direction of the
future.
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Global Civil Society and Governance
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The purpose of this course is to analyze major theoretical and empirical studies on global governance
and global civil society and help student to develop capacity to conduct case study research on the topic.
Class will be conducted in a seminar consisting of lectures, student participation, and discussions. Each
session, students are required to submit and present a short critical review of each session’s readings.
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Methods in Political Thought
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This course explores diverse facets of political thought methodology through the perspectives of social
science, intellectual history, philosophy, and literature. We will explore the dynamic course of the method-
ology’s evolution through the study of texts written by prominent specialists in the field. An underlying as-
sumption of this course is that the methodology of political thought has been complex balance of disparate
and conflicting elements. Studying this dynamic tradition and its fascinating trajectory of development
could thus give us insights into the nature of political life and the evolution of political thought as dis-
ciplinary genre more generally. We will combine a chronological approach with a focused attention to cer-
tain major schools of political thought. These include Cambridge school and Straussian school, and
comparativists. In addition to introducing the major features of each approach, we will pay special atten-
tion to developing skills in the area of review article. This course has no prerequisites.
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Theories of Political Sociology II Modern Theories
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Through critically reviewing the recent theories in the political sciences a well as in social sciences,
this course aims at improve our capability to analyze a political society. It will investigate main political
theories developed since the world war two, including not only functionalism, comparative historical analy-
sis and rational choice theories as its alternatives, and institutionalism, but also various diverging streams of
institutionalism. Furthermore, in the sense of substantive issues, this course studies the main issues of po-
litical sociology, such as the state, civil society and market, which have been developed recently. In par-
ticular, this course will address the effects of globalization on modern conception of national politics.

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Selected topics in and about the law, including the nature of law; the relation between law, politics,
and morality; and problems in substantive areas of law (e.g., basic liberties, taxation, discrimination, pun-
ishment, human rights, etc.). Topics change from year to year, but we regularly return to issues in interna-
tional law.
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China and Global Governance
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This seminar intends to analyze China’s approaches to global governance. In each semester focusing on
specific themes of China-related global governance, this seminar seeks an in-depth study of China’s rold in
global governance.
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
