This course examines the state and dynamics of international politics. It will place special
focus on the history and future direction of Korean foreign policy and the ways international
politics has challenged the Korean Peninsula.
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Politics and World Leaders on Film
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This course introduces students to politics and world leaders through films, in which they
are to apply the theories and ideas from their handouts and textbooks. Students form into two
groups per week to help their classmates navigate through the pre—selected clips of films they
will watch later in class. The class consists of discussion led by two teams and a session to
watch some parts of the films chosen.
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Public Diplomacy in the Age of

Globalization
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Public diplomacy is one of the most salient issues of foreign policy in the 21st century, which
seeks gaining hearts and minds of the foreign public rather than foreign governments. Especially,
public diplomacy in the age of digital communication, the role of public diplomacy has become
increasingly important with the growing activities of civil society and further activated world
public opinion. Students are expected to visit public diplomacy—related government and
non—government organizations and how different fields of study explain differently the role and
influence of public diplomacy. By inviting several experts in various fields of study, this lecture
discusses how media and digital communication, art and culture, trade and technology could
take part in achieving the goals of public diplomacy.
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Emerging Issues on Peace and
Unification of the Korean Peninsula
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In the coming decades it is likely that peace will become a priority value rather than re—
unification for the young generation of South Korea, and thus the outline of issues related to
peace and unification of the Korean Peninsula will be expanded significantly. It is therefore
expected that understanding of diverse and practical issues such as health, environment, en—
ergy, local administration, technology, migration, welfare, education, and culture will be im—
portant in the newly emerging process of peace, coexistence, integration and unification. In this
lecture, students can analyze different aspects of peace and unification under traditional posi—
tions and their opposition, and neo—geopolitics discourses with comparative and multi—dimen—
sional perspectives from many experts, including the main lecturer. In addition, through dis—
cussion sessions, students can also enhance their understanding of the differences in the vari—
ous opinion among themselves, discover the basis of shared understanding of peace and uni—
fication, and finally find out the future path of the Korean peninsula for themselves.
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Diplomatic History of Korea
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This course examines the diplomatic history of traditional Korea. Specifically, it traces the
difficulties resulting from the traditional Chinese—centered world order as well as Korea's
European relations during the Joseon Dynasty of the 19th century.
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Introduction to the History of
International Relations
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This course examines the history of international relations between Korea and modern
Europe, Asia and other regions.
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Chinese Foreign Policy
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This course is comprised of the following five elements: a survey of basic theories in for—
eign policy; discussions of key determinants of Chinese foreign policy; an examination of
Chinese foreign policy since 1949; a comparison of security and economic issues in Chinese
foreign policy; and overviews of bilateral relations between China and the US, Russia, Japan,
the Third World, Taiwan and South Korea.
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Introduction to World Area Studies
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ThlS course focuses on 1) the concepts, obJects and history and issues of regional studies in
order to better understand regional studies, 2) examine multiple research methods that cover
various regions around the globe, 3) encourage students to write comparative critical reviews
to promote knowledge on power, culture and space, those which are the major axis of regional
studies.
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International Political Thought
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This course observes a five—century—long history of the modern international order. Modern
international political order is a product of the emergence of nation states, often arising
through strife, dispute, and conflict. This class will accelerate the students’ understanding of
international political thought.
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America in World Politics
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This course scrutinizes the US foreign policies leading today’s international politics. It covers
the country’s history since the second World War and its policy —making process.
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International Political Economy
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How 1is the 21st century international political economy working? Is sovereignty weakening?
Is the nation state losing its meaning in the era of globalization? This course critically exam—
ines the world order of the 21st century focusing on the political and economic relations among
developed nations. It covers the theoretical perspectives of international political economy and
practical issues such as international trade, fiscal policy, and investment.
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Security Studies
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With the emphas1s on the traditional security concept, this class introduces new ‘security’
concept in terms of resources, environment, and culture.
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Postmodern World Politics
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This course tries to go beyond the traditional theory of international politics, taking a new
approach to the analysis of international relations. It examines the issues in international politics
in light of new postmodern international theories.
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The Korean Peninsula and International
Politics
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This course is designed as an introductory course for interim students who wish to under—
stand the interactions between the international community and the Korean peninsula. The
course is conducted through lectures and small group discussions.
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International Political Economy of
Development and Cooperation
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Why are poor countries always poor and rich countries always rich? What are effective ways
to solve problems faced by developing countries? This course examines theoretical and ana—
lytical frameworks to understand and evaluate programs of international cooperation and devel—
opment from the view of political economy.
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Theory of International Politics
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Aiming at a systematic examination of international politics, this course critically reviews
existing studies of international politics, analyzing the structure and dynamics of international
politics as well as discussing how Korea can take advantage of the dynamics of international
politics surrounding the peninsula.
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International Organization
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This class examines international organizations whose importance has been increasing in re—
cent years. Especially, it opens special lectures presented by specialists from various interna—
tional organizations.
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The Global Politics of Information
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This class surveys the changing (or continuing) nature of world politics caused by the de—
velopment of Information Technology from the theoretical and empirical perspectives of inter—
national relations. To understand these issues in more thorough ways, this course relies on
various conceptual, historical, and inter—disciplinary resources accumulated in the tradition of
social science, and examines specific cases in the fields of military and security affairs, politi—

cal economic affairs, and knowledge and cultural politics in international relations.
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Understanding Decision—Making Process
in US Politics
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This course analyzes political system and political processes in US. The first half of the
class features traditional lectures on a specific topic of the week. Meanwhile, the second half
of the class consists of watching an episode from the “West Wing”, pertinent to the topic for the
week, followed by class discussion and interaction. Student participation in a ‘debate team’ is
mandatory. Each debate team takes a turn in leading class discussion and interaction throughout
the semester.
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Korean Foreign Policy
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This course covers the development of Korean foreign policy since 1948. It will first review
the basic concepts and theoretical arguments of the policy—making process. Next, it will ex—
amine the relations among Korea, Japan, and the United States during the Cold War era. It will
then discuss new challenges in the post—Cold War era, such as multilateral diplomacy, trade
policy, and the reunification of the Korean peninsula.
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Korean Political and Diplomatic Thought
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This course is on political and international thought as the basis of contemporary Korean
politics and diplomacy. As a whole this course covers the period from the last decades of the
nineteenth century when modern reformism and nationalism emerged until the 1980s when na—
tionalism and socialism was resuscitated and new intellectual atmosphere was created. To begin
with its first part deals with modern reformism, traditional isolationist thought and Donghak,
the three conflicting thoughts of the last years of the Chosun state, and next it discusses
transformations of nationalism and newly adopted socialism under the Japanese Occupation, and
the third part discusses contemporary thought after Independence. This starts from the in—
tellectual trend of the 1950s after the Korean War, the April Revolution of 1960, the Military
Coup of 1961, and the 1960s and the 1970s, the era of industrialization and civil protest, and
finally the last week will cover the 1980s following the Kwang—ju Uprising of 1980 that
opened an entirely new era in Korean modern history. The major course material will consist
of primary texts which we will read, discuss and on which lectures will be delivered when
necessary. The problem is that we de not have a rich collection of theoretical writing in poli—
tics and international politics, written in modern era. In cases where we lack theoretical trea—



tises, we have to rely on other of texts such as literary works.
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Russia in World Politics
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This course aims to explore the problems of the transformation and the upheaval of foreign
policy experienced by of the Post—Soviet Russia since the collapse of the Soviet Union in
1991. First, it will review the unchanging “Russian Idea” and “Russianness” even through the
“great transformation” accompanied by the transition to the post—communist society and market
economy. Next, it will examine the changes of Russian foreign policy as the manifestation of
the complex political, economic, social phenomena and identity of Russia. Then it will discuss
the relevance of understanding the changes in Russian foreign policy as a result of complex
interaction between its domestic politics and international affairs.
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Eurasia in World Politics
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This course is designed to help students understand the dynamics and implication of interna—
tional relations in Eurasia (Central Asia and Caucasus region) after the collapse of the Soviet
Union, focusing on the great powers rivalry in this region and the responses of regional newly
independent states to the changing structure of regional politics.
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Diplomacy
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This class examines the concept and history of dlplomatlc institutions, analyzing negotiations
among states through theoretical approaches and case studies. Each group consists of 3—4
people who will choose and investigate a specific case in terms of its process and results.
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Japan in World Politics
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This course surveys the history, structure, and characters of modern Japanese foreign policy.
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It places special emphasis on postwar US—Japan relations. This class can roughly be divided
into 4 areas, an overall introduction to Japanese foreign policy, their decision making process,
Japan’s domestic restraints and diplomatic trends as well as analysis and prognosis of modern
Japanese foreign policy.
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Comparative Federalism and Federation
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This course introduces students to the theory and practice of federalism. Specifically, we fo—
cus on the allocation of power across multiple tiers of government and its consequences for
policy outcomes. We begin by building political and economic theories of federalism during the
first half of the semester. During the second half of the term, we examine cases of advanced
federal states with a special attention on constitutional structure and/or political institutions and
processes in US, Canada, Australia, Austria, Belgium, Germany, and Switzerland.
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Environments and Global Politics
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This class examines the global and political aspects of international disputes and international
cooperation caused by the degradation of global environment. In particular, this class pays spe—
cial attention to various solutions on environmental problems proposed by inter—governmental
networks and other transnational networks of multinational corporations and non— governmental
actors.
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Middle East and African Studies
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This course explores the Middle East and African politics and society, with special focuses on
energy, natural resources, Islamic civilizations, geopolitical situations, and terrorism.
International relations within these regions, and domestic/foreign policies of each state will also
be the subject of the course. The relationship of these areas and countries with South Korea
will be another interests in this course.
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International Political Economy of
Finance and Development
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Why do we have financial crises? Why do states have conflicting interests over the interna—



tional monetary system? Do states have control over the capital flow in this globalized world? Do
states have autonomy in economic policy making? What explained South Korea’s rapid economic
growth? To answer these questions, this course surveys literature on the history of the inter—
national monetary system, the development of financial industry, and the role of finance in eco—
nomic development from the perspective of political economy.
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Culture and Ideology in International
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This course examines new factors in internatlonal relatlons such as culture, ideology, and
communication.
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Seminar in International Politics
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This course is for students in the international relations major. Students will write, present,
and submit a graduation thesis.
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International Relations in East Asia
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This course reviews the international relations of Northeast Asian nation states. It discusses
their pending issues and challenges, as well as possible solutions.
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Issues in International Relations
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This course examines the impact of international politics on domestic society. Major topics
include the impact of colonialism, war, the cold war, and changes in international economies.
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Politics and Foreign Policies in Southeast
Asia
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This course aims at enhancing the understanding of politics and foreign policies in Southeast
Asian countries. ASEAN region plays an important role in East Asian economic development and



regionalism, bearing considerable implications for Korean diplomacy and East Asian international
relations. This lecture explores how ASEAN states’ politics and foreign policies work in in—
tra—regional and inter—regional relations.
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International Thought in East Asia
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What kind of thought have East Asian thinkers showed about international society and rela—
tions, war and peace, and man, the state and the world? What conditions have defined the na—
ture of East Asian international political thinking? This course provides basic knowledge about
East Asian thinking of international relations for understanding contemporary East Asian coun—
tries’ foreign relations and policy.
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Guide to International Relations
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This course aims to introduce the field of international relations. Students will learn areas
and issues in international relations. Students will survey the past, present, and future of in—
ternational relations throughout the course
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Contemporary International Political
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This course aims at examining contemporary international issues in the context of political
thought. Throughout the semester students are encouraged to understand theoretical relation—
ship between political thought and international issues, and to develop deeper and wider inter—
national perspectives by applying their theoretical understanding to the current international
issues. The course deals with the following topics: global justice, democracy and sovereignty of
border, human right and international intervention, desecularization and terrorism, international
inequality and world poverty, and global migration and citizenship.
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Seminar in Global Leadership
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The aim of the course is to help students learn how to write social science research papers



with a focus on topics of political science and international relations. With small group under—
graduate seminar, professors and students will discuss scientific writing skills, research design,
and components of good research papers by examining important works in the field of political
science and international relations. Also the course expects students to discover and develop
their own topics for a thesis during the course. In order to accomplish the goal, small group
seminars will be administered according to specific topic. Each seminar groups will have field
research, mid—term presentation, final presentation. Excellent papers will be awarded and will
be given a chance to publish.
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Understanding the Global Cold War
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Since the end of the Cold War, the field of Cold War Studies has grown to include a variety
of methodologies, agendas and levels of analysis that did not exist in prior research on the
event as an ideological/strategic confrontation between the US and the USSR. In recognition of
this, this course tries to understand the subject of the ‘Global Cold War’ through an inter—
disciplinary approach and examines regional Cold Wars from a comparative perspective. An
added feature of this course is that lectures are not only be conducted by two professors, but
also by other scholars from both Korea and abroad.
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International Relations and International
Law
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This course explores the nature, function, and the relationship of international law with inter—
national relations. Especially with the rising importance of international institutions in interna—
tional relations, this course focuses on the modern role of international law in the 21st century.
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Europe in World Politics
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To examine theories and practices of regional integration in Europe, we will divide this
course into 4 parts: 1) contrast political and economic approaches to regional integration, 2)
compare the member states of EU, 3) review European integration theories, and 4) discuss
models of political conflict in the EU among citizens, political parties, and groups.
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International Political Economy of the
Contemporary Northeast Asia
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The Northeast Asian countries, experiencing rapid economic growth under international con—
straints and opportunities, had currently become significant architects of international political
economic structure itself. In order to understand global transformation of international political
economy, it is necessary to examine international political economic dynamism in the Northeast
Asian region. This course covers up the Northeast Asian countries cooperation and conflicts in
production, trade, finance, investment, resources, and energy after the 1990s. This course tar—
gets students of International Relations Major, Department of Political Science and Inter— na—
tional Relations to synthesize international political economic theories and their realities in the
Northeast Asian region.
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Data Analysis in International Relations
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This course introduces data science methods for the study of international relations. The
class will cover various techniques regarding data exploration, data preprocessing, data
transformation, data visualization, model—based analysis, and presentation. The focus of the
course will be placed upon the exploration and analysis of time series cross national data,
multicountry survey data, and public data. Students will learn basic skills and knowledge about

data science for the study of international relations from this course.
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History and Structure of the
Korean—Japan Relations
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This course intends students to understand the history and structure of the Korea—Japan
relations since the defeat of Japan and the independence of Korea, and to develop insights
on improving two nationsfuture relations within the Northeast Asian international sphere.
This course, therefore, reviews key diplomatic documents in the history of the
Korea—Japan relations, analyzes them with international theories, and discusses the

contentious issues between two nations.
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The Politics of Terrorism and
Counterterrorism
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This course addresses a number of questions on the causes and consequences of
terrorism. Terrorism conceptualizations, the role of religion and ideology, participant profiles

and recruitment tactics, organization dynamics, government counterterrorism, and other
consequences of terrorism will be examined.
